The following information concerns the contents and organization of the ParisTech 
Entrance Tests. You will choose one of two different tests depending upon which Graduate 
school you would like to attend: 
 
- Math and Physics Test : Required for entrance to Arts et Métiers ParisTech, ESPCI 
ParisTech, Ecole des ponts ParisTech*, ENSAE ParisTech, Ecole Polytechnique, ENSTA 
ParisTech, Mines ParisTech, TELECOM ParisTech and Institut d’Optique.  
 
This test is divided into a compulsory section on general math and physics followed by a 
series of optional sections in various scientific and engineering fields.  
 
* for Ecole des ponts ParisTech, the test is required only for China. For Brazil see details in the section 
“Selection procedure”. 
 
- Math and Chemistry Test: Required for entrance to AgroParisTech and Chimie Paris 
ParisTech. 
The required level of mathematics is lower than for the first test and the Chemistry section 
is more fully developed.  
 
Students who would like to apply to Schools in both categories should contact ParisTech 
representatives the day of the test to get their opinion on the best test to be taken according 
to the student’s objectives.
